(2) Where the court orders that property other than money isforfeited
to the Government, it shall specify in the order the amount that it
considersto be the value of the property at the time the order is made -

(3) In granting an application for aforfeiture order in respect of any
property, the court may have regard to-
(a) any hardship that may reasonably be expected to be caused to any
person by the operation of such an order;
(b) the use that is ordinarily made, or was intended to be made, of the
property; and
(c) the gravity of the offence concerned.
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(4) Any evidence given at the hearing of the application for aforfeiture
order in respect of any property that the property concerned was in the
possession of the convicted person at the time of, or immediately after,
the commission of the offence and no evidence is given to show that the
property was not used in, or in connection with, the commission of the
offence, the court shall assume that the property was used in, or in con-
nection with, the commission of the offence.

(5) In granting an application for aforfeiture order, the court may give
any directions necessary or convenient for giving effect to the order,
including, without limiting the generality of the foregoing, directions to
an officer of the court to do anything necessary and reasonable to obtain
possession of any document necessary for the transfer of any property
subject to registration in the Registry of Titles.

(6) In granting aforfeiture order the court may, if it is satisfied that it
would be in the publicinterest for a person's interest in the property to be
transferred to him, determine the nature, extent and value of the interest
and declare that the forfeiture order may, to the extent to which it relates
to the interest, be discharged in accordance with section 30.

15.-(1) Subject to subsection (2), where a court makes aforfeiture
order against property, the property shall vest in the United Republic.

(2) Where aforfeiture order is made against property subject to regis-
tration in the Registry of Titlesany rightsin the property shal lie with the
United Republic until the registration is effected.

(3) The Treasury Registrar shall be registered as owner of any prop-
erty subject to aforfeiture order and the Minister shall do or authorize to
be done anything necessary or convenient to obtain the registration of the
Treasury Registrar as owner, including-the execution of an instrument
required to be executed by a person transferring an interest in property of
that nature.

(5) Without limiting the generality of subsection (4), the court may
grant a person leave to apply if it is satisfied that the evidence which the
person intended to adduce in connection with the application tinder sub-
section (2) was not available to him at the time of the hearing of the appli.
cation.

(6) Where a person appliesto a court for an order under this subsec-
tion in respect of hisinterest in property against which an application for
a forfeiture order or aforfeiture order has been made and the court is
satisfied that-

(a) the applicant was not in any way involved in the commission of the
offence concerned; or

(b) if the applicant acquired his interest at the time, or after the com-
mission of the offence, the applicant did so-

(i) for sufficient value; and

(ii) without knowing and in circumstances such as not to arouse
reasonable suspicion that the property was, at the time of the
acquisition, tainted property,
the court shall make an order for thetransfer of the interest by
the Treasury Registrar to the application or for the payment by
the Treasury Registrar to the applicant.of an amount equal to
the value of the interest, as the court thinksfit.

(7) Subject to subsection (8), an application under subsection (2) shall
be made before the expiration of a period of six months commencing on
the day on.which the forfeiture order is made.

(8) Where a forfeiture order is made against property, the court that
made the order-may, on application being'madeto it, grant a person
claiming an interest in the property leave to apply in terms of subsection
(2), after the expiration of the period referred to in subsection (7) if itis
satisfied that the person'sfailure to make his application within that period
was not due to any neglect on hispart.

(9) Any person who makes an application in terms of subsection (1) or
(2) shall notify the Attorney- General.

(10) The Attorney-General shall be a party to proceedings upon an
application in terms of subsection (1) or (2).

17.-(1) A forfeiture order against property shall be discharged on the
quashing of the conviction upon which the forfeiture order is based.
(2) Where aforfeiture order against property is discharged in terms of

subsection (1) or on an appeal against the making of the order, the Attor-
ney-General shall-

(a) as soon as practicable after the discharge of the order, give written
notice of the discharge of the order to any person whom he has
reason to believe had an interest in the property immediately
before the making of the order; or
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(b) if required by the court, publish in the Gazette a notice of the dis-
charge of the order in such manner and within such time as the
court considers appropriate.

(3) A notice referred to in subsection (2) shall specify, in accordance
with subsection (4), the manner in which any person who claims and
interest in the property shall apply for the transfer of the interest to the
person.

(4) Where aforfeiture order is discharged in terms of subsection (1) or
on appeal against the making of the order, any person who, immediately
before the making of the forfeiture order, claimed an interest in the prop-
erty may apply to the Attorney General, in writing, for the transfer of
the interest to him and on receipt of the application, the Attorney
General shall-

(a) where the interest is vested in the Treasury Registrar, arrange for
the transfer of the interest to the person; or-

(b) in any other case. pay to the person an amount equal to the value

of the interest.

(5) Where the Attorney General is to arrange forthe transfer of
property to a person, he may do or authorize to be done anything
necessary or convenient to effect the transfer, including the execution
of any instrument and the making of an application for registration of
an interest in the property.

18.-(1) Where a foreign forfeiture-order isregistered with the High
Court in terms of Part VI of the Mutual Assistance Act, this Part shall,
mutatis mutandis, apply in relation to the foreign order.

(2) Any property in_relation to which aforeignforfeiture order has
been registered in termsof - subsection (1) may be disposed of or otherwise
be dealt with in accordance with any direction of the Attoney-General or
of a person authorized by the Attorney-General in writing for that pur-
pose.

PECUNIARY PENALTY ORDERS

19. This Part shall apply to-

(a) property that Lorries into the possession, or under the control, of a

person, whether within or outside the United Republic and whether
before or after the date of commencement of this Act; and

(b) benefits that accrued to a person, whether within or outside the
United Republic and whether before or after the date of commencement
of thisAct.

20. An application for a pecuniary penalty order against a personin
respect of his conviction of a specified offence shall not be granted by a
court before the expiry of aperiod of six months commencing on the date
of the conviction upon which the application is based or after the expiry
of aperiod of twelve months from that date.
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Pecuniary 21.-(1) Where an application is made to a court for a pecuniary pen-
gf&‘g'r;y aly order in respect of benefits derived by a person from the commission

of an offence and the court is satisfied that the person derived benefits
from the commission of the offence, the court may, in terms of section 22,
assess the value of the benefits so derived and order that person to pay to
the Treasury Registrar, subject to subsections (2) and (3), a pecuniary
penalty equal to the value of the benefits assessed.

(2) Where property that is the proceeds of an offence has been for-
feited in terms of this Act or any other enactment or aforfeiture order is
proposed to be made against property that is the proceeds of an offence,
the penalty referred to in subsection (1) shall be reduced by an amount
equal to thevalue as at the time of the making of the pecuniary penalty
order of the property forfeited.

(3) Where any amount of tax, whether under the law of Tanzaniaor a
foreign country, has been-paid by aperson and that tax is attributable in
whole or in part to the benefits in respect of which the pecuniary penalty

68.-(1) Subject to section 69, every financial institution shall retain
every document relating to a financial transaction in its original form for
aminimum period of ten years.

(2) Subsection (1) shall not apply to afinancial transaction relating to
an amount not exceeding two thousand shillings or such other amount as
the Minister may prescribe.

(3) Any financial institution which contravenes this section shall be
guilty of an offence and liable to a fine not exceeding two hundred
thousand shillings.

(4) This section shall not be construed as limiting any other obligation
of afinancial institution in terms of any other enactment to retain docu-
ments.

69.-(1) Where a financia institution is required by any enactment to
release a document referred to in subsection (1) of section 68 before the
period of ten years has elapsed the institution shall retain a copy of the
document.
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(2) A financial institution shall maintain a register of documents
released in terms of subsection (1).

(3) Any financial institution which contravenes this section shall be
guilty of an offonce and liable to a fine not exceeding ten thousand shil-
lings.

70.-(1) Where a financial institution has reasonable grounds for
believing that information about an account held with it may be relevant

to an investigation of, or the prosecution of a person for, an offence, the
institution may give the information to a police officer.

(2) No action shall he against afinancial institution or a director, offi-
cer, employee or agent of the financial institution acting in the course of
his employment in relation to any action taken by that institution or per-
son in terms of subsection (1).

PART VII
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

71.-(1) In this section, theterm "transaction” includes the receiving
or making of agift,

(2) Any person who, after the commencement of this Act, engagesin
money laundering shall be guilty of an offence against this section and
liable on conviction, to-

(a) if heis anindividual, afine not exceeding twenty million shillings
or twico the market value of the property, whichever isthe great-
er, or to imprisonment for a period not exceeding fifteen years or
to both such fine and-imprisonment;

(b) if the person is a body corporate, a fine not exceeding sixty million
shillings or three times the market vaue of the property,
whichever isthe greater.

(3) A person shall be guilty of the offence of money-laundering if, and
only if, he-

(a) engages, directly or indirectly, in atransaction, whether in or out-
side the United Republic, which involves the removal into or from
the United Republic, of money or other property which is the pro-
ceeds of crime+ or

(b) receives, possesses, conceals, disposed of, bringsinto or removes
from the United Republic, any money or other property which is
the proceeds of crime;

and he knows or ought to know or to have known that the money or
other property isor was derived or realised, directly or indirectly, from
some form of unlawful activity.
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72.-(1) No person shall acquire, hold or in any other way deal in any
tainted property.

(2)_Aege/ tainted property in relation to a foreign specified offence
acquired, hold or dealt in contravention of this section shall beliableto be

forfeited to the United Republic by order of the High Court on applica-
tion by the Attorney-General .

73.-(1) For the purposes of this Act, where it is necessary to establish

the state of mind of abody corporate in respect of conduct engaged in or
deemed, interms of subsection (2), to have been engaged in, by the body

corporate, it shall be sufficient to show that a director, officer, employee
of agent of the body corporate, beingadirector, employee or agent by
whom the conduct was engaged in the course of his employment, had that

state of mind.

(2) Any conduct engaged.in on behalf of a body corporate by-

(a) adirector, officer, employee or agent of the corporate body in the
course of his employment; or

(b) any other person at the direction or with the consent, whether
express or implied, of adirector, employee or agent of the body
corporate, where the giving of the direction or consent is within
the scope of authority of the director, officer, employee or agent;

shall, for the purposes of this Act, be deemed to have been engaged in by
the body corporate.

(3) Any conduct engaged in on behalf of a person ether than a body
corporate by:-

(a) an employee or agent of the person within.the scope of his author-
ity; or

(b) any other person at the direction or with the consent, whether
express or implied, of an employee or agent of the first-mentioned

person, where the giving of the direction or consent is within the
scope of authority of the employee or agent;

shall, for the purposes of this Act, be deemed to have been engaged in by
the first-mentioned person.

(4) Where it is necessary to establish the state of mind of a person in
relation to conduct deemed in terms of subsection (3) to have been
engaged in by that person, it shall be sufficient to show that the employee
or agent of that person, being an employee or agent by whom the conduct
was engaged in within the scope of his authority, had that state of mind.

(5) Any reference in this section to the state of mind of aperson
includes areference to the knowledge, intention, opinion, belief or pur-
pose of that person and that person's reasons for that intention, opinion,
belief or purpose -
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Deslings 74.-(1) A person who knows that aforfeiture order has been madein
withfor-  respect of registrable property shall not, unless the forfeiture order has
f?‘;ezrt been discharged, dispose of, or otherwise, deal with the property before
ProPEY " the interest of the United Republic has been registered in the appropriate
register.
(2) A person who contravenes or fails or refuses to comply with sub-
section (1) shall be guilty of an offence and liable on conviction:-

(a) if heisan individual to afine not exceeding two hundred thousand
shillings or imprisonment for a period not exceeding five years or
to both such fine and imprisonment;

(b) if the person is abody corporate, to afine not exceeding five mil-
lion shillings.

Standard 75. Subject to section 12, any.question of fact to be decided by a-court

of proof on an application-under this Act shall be decided on a balance of prob-
abilities.

Appedls 76.-(1) Any person who has an interest in property against which a

forfeitureorder is made may appeal against that order:-

(a) in“the case of a person convicted of the offencein reliance on
which the order was made, in the sasme'manner asif the order
were, or were part of, a'sentence imposed on the person in respect
of the offence; or

(b) in any other case, inthe same manner as if the person had been
convicted of the offence in reliance on which the order was made
and' the order were, or were part of, a sentence imposed on the
person in respect of the offence.

(2) A person-against whom a pecuniary. penalty is made may appeal
against that order inthe same manner asif it were, or were part of, a sen-
tence imposed on the person in respect of the offence in reliance on which
the order was made.

(3) Where a court makes a pecuniary penalty order, and makes an

order under section 23(3) declaring that particular property isavailable to
satisfy the order, any person who hasan interest in the property may
appeal against the order under section 23(3) in the same manner as if the
person had been convicted of the offence in reliance on which the order
was made and the order were, or were part of, a sentence imposed on the
person in respect of the offence.

(4) On an appeal against aforfeiture order, a pecuniary penalty order
or an order made under section 23(3), the order may be confirmed, dis-
charged or varied.

(5) The Attorney-Genera may appeal against a forfeiture order, a
pecuniary penalty court to make such an order in the same manner asiif the order
refusal by a court to make such an order in the same manner asif the order
were, or were part of, a sentence imposed in respect of the offencein
reliance on which the order was made.
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(6) Nothing in this section shall be construed as affecting any right of
appeal that a person would have apart from this section.

77. Where a person brings, or appears at, proceedings under this Act
before a court in order to,:-
(a) prevent a forfeiture order or restraining order from being made
against property of the person; or
(b) to have property of the person excluded from aforfeiture order or
restraining order,
if the person is successful in those proceedings, and the court is satisfied
that person was not involved in any way in the commission of the
offence in respect of which the forfeiture order or restraining order was
sought or made, then the court.may order the Government to pay all
costs incurred by the person in connection with the proceedings or such
part of these cotsasisdetermined by the court.

78. Nothing in this.Act shall be taken as limiting or restricting:-

(a) the operation of any law of the United Republic  or of the
Revolutionary Government of Zanzibar providing for-the forfei-

ture of property or the imposition of pecuniary penalties; or

(b) the remedies available to the Government, apart from this Act,
for the enforcement of its rights and the protection of its interests.

79. The Minister may make regulations for the better carrying out of
the purposes and provisions of this Act, and prescribing matters which

are:-
(a) required or permitted by this Act to be prescribed;
(b) necessary or convenient to be prescribed for carrying out or giving
effect to this Act.
